
We prefer to use a “dry” lubrication on our patching. You mix 
up a batch of lube using a water soluble oil like Ballistol or old 
style machinists cooling oil (Mobilmet S122 is one). Don’t use 
the synthetic machinist's oil that most shops have gone to now 
– it tends to make the patches catch on ë re when you shoot 
them on a hot day. You can vary the amount of lubricant on 
your patch by mixing a specië c ratio of water to oil – say 7 parts 
water to 1 part oil – soaking the strip of patching in it and then 
laying out on a counter top to dry.  en you can try diff erent 
loads using more lube or less lube to see what shoots best in your 

riì e. Most of my riì es prefer something in the range of 6:1 up 
to 8:1, depending on the temperature and humidity that partic-
ular time of year. 

Bevel Up: But remember – no matter what you change, only 
change one thing at a time. If it doesn’t work better, go back to 
what you had before you changed it. Otherwise you will have no 
idea what the actual eff ect of any individual component change 
has on the group – you’ll just be turning your scientië c experi-
ment into a lottery.
